DESCRIPTION OF INVESTMENT OPTIONS

TRANSFER POLICY
Core Fund Transfer Policy  
Participants are allowed to submit one transfer request (whether electronically, by fax, mail or hand delivered) for their current account 
balances every seven (7) days. This applies separately to each plan in which they participate - the 401(k), 457, Roth IRA and Traditional IRA each 
constituting a separate  plan. In addition, individuals who transfer any or all of their current account between core investment options more 
often than once every 30 days will be charged a 2% short-term trading fee on amounts transferred. Each transfer, after being processed, will 
start a new 30-day period. 
Additional Information Regarding Transfers
